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THE LORING VAULT
The Loring Vault Opening

The Loring vault is located in Rosedale Cemetery, one of thericisemeteries in Pioneer arjd
Military Memorial Park, 1% Avenue and Jefferson Street, Phoenix Arizona.

Due to years of neglect and vandalism, the vault had fallen stite of disrepair. The identitigs
of individuals interred in the vault were also unclear.  Withplemission of family membef
George Loring, the PCA made the decision to open the vault ty Yeeifcontents and to perforin
repair and stabilization work. The vault was opened on 28 April 1989.

The vault contained four zinc containers with wooden cas . S ites &
inside each. Two were young children, one was a yc L
woman, and the fourth was an adult male. Those believed &
buried there include Lorraine Loring, Agnes Loring, Ar
Loring and Samuel Vesy Loring. Three cremains were
found in the vault. These are believed to be he ashes of G
E. Loring, died 26 February 1932, George V. Loring, died
January 1945 and Henrietta T. Loring, died 23 October 1%
A large rock had dislodged from the wall of the vault damaging

a child’s casket located in the southeast corner of the vault. zifbecontainer, the glass tht
covered the top of the casket, and the casket had been broken ie® piemains of a child'
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dress, knit shirt, a pair of stockings, and a pair of black shoesinvédre debris of the casket.

A crumpled newspaper, the Phoenix Herald dated 16 May 1889 was fouhd tagket.
Lorraine Loring daughter of George E and Jennie Libby Clark godied of pneumonia on
May 18, 1889, aged 1 year, 3 months and 3 days. The date on he newspegies that this
was the casket containing the body of this baby. Skeletal
remains were found on the floor and the bottom of the
casket.

On the floor of the vault laid on a diagonal was large zinc
box 84” long and 27 %" wide and 18" deep. Inside was a
mahogany casket with glass cover containing the body of
a male body attired in a pinstriped suit. This casket is
believed to contain the remains of Samuel V. Loring who
died 28 February 1888 aged 80 years. Also on the floor of
the vault behind the casket of Samuel V. Loring was a
casket containing the body of a young woman believed to
be Agnes Robinson Loring the young first wife of George E. Lorimdno died 12 August
1878 at 25 years of age. This container was 66” long and narrows at each end (6”)

On top of this container was a small metal container , 45 inchgs 18fiwide and 12 inches
deep believed to contain the remains of Amie Loring another daughGeorge and Jennie
Libby Clark Loring who was born 9 My 1883 and died 25 November 1885, agear? amed
six months, born 9 May 1883. This container was not opened.

Those in attendance were George Loring, Dan Craig, Colleaiy, Christian Craig, Darton
Harris, Algona Winslow, Marge West of the Pioneers Cemetsspciation, and Mark Lamm
of Phoenix Parks Recreation and Library Department.

The actual opening of the vault was done by two employees eh®o®d Memorial Park the
examination of contents of the vault was done by members of theatgsoc The vault was

sealed and the exterior repaired and restuccoed with agRExindow installed to show the
stonework construction of the walls of the vault.

PROJECTS

P&MMP Grave Marker Survey

Of the nearly four thousand graves in the seven cemeteries that comprise the Pioneer &
Military Memorial Park, only about six hundred still have markers. Time, vandalism and the
unforgiving desert climate have taken their toll. Many of the remaining headstones will also
be lost unless funds can be found to preserve them. The first step to securing such funding is
to document each monument's current condition by measuring, photographing and recording
the inscriptions and artwork on it.

Cementerio Lindo Burial List

The PCA has undertaken to reconstruct the list of persons buried in the old County
Cemetery. While the total number of graves is unknown due to a fire in 1951 that burned
most, if not all, of the County burial records, it is thought that there may have been over five
thousand burials at this location. Although the original records have been lost, death
certificates for the vast majority of people interred here are available online. These records
are searchable by name, year and county but --unfortunately--not by cemetery. Volunteers
are needed to help search the online database, something which can be done on your own
computer from the comfort of your own home.
